PLANT OF THE MONTH — SOAPWORT (SAPONARIA OFFICINALIS)

Ten years ago, I planted a small packet of soapwort seeds and they have grown into several flourishing beds,
which are flowering prolifically at the moment. This is a plant that has traditionally been used for cleaning.
Because of its high saponin content and its gentle lathering properties, it has been used for centuries for
washing clothes, other fabrics as well as the hair and body. It was also used as a compress to soothe skin
complaints. I have used it in my Soapwort Shampoo and love using it. I am probably its greatest fan
because, due to its virtually lather-free content, it is not everyone’s “cup of tea”.
